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Their farm was purchased by Edwin and Minerva Horine in 1907. For 25 years the Horine family farmed the land in a very traditional way, as thousands of farm families did during that era. In 1932, Phil Horine, the eldest son had an ideas to help his farm family weather the Depression – PEACHES. While not commonly grown in the Montgomery County area, Phil introduced peaches to this county. The trees flourished and produced fruit with a distinctively sweet flavor.

Phil was a natural for growing fruit and devoted his entire life to the farm. As the years passed, his focus turned toward finding a way to continue the family farm. He found his answer when Roland Kingsbury married his granddaughter, Peggy Horine. Roland and Peggy Kingsbury took charge of the farming operation in 1958, managing a Holstein dairy herd and peach orchard together for more than 50 years. Roland brought his own passion for agriculture to the family operation and played a major role in shaping the future of the farm. They raised two children on the family farm Sharon and Eugene “Gene”.
